LRS provides Village of Lisle residents with services for refuse (garbage), recycling
and yard waste. LRS offers many other services for Lisle residents including electronic
waste recycling and disposal, organic food scrap compost service, household
hazardous waste, Annual Clean-Up Day, portable restrooms and large, open top
construction style containers. We are proud to be a partner in your community!

COLLECTION DAY & TIME
Wednesday is the collection day for garbage, recycling and yard waste (in season).
All items need to be placed out to the curb by 6AM.

GARBAGE COLLECTION
LRS offers two options for waste services being subscription cart service or a
sticker-based service program. Please see below for program details.

(SUBSCRIPTION CART SERVICE )

LRS offers wheeled carts for garbage with a flip-top lid and handle bar. This
subscription service offering has three cart size options to choose from. Residents
who use the cart subscription program do not need to use stickers for garbage
placed inside the cart. Garbage exceeding cart capacity will require one sticker for
each resident owned container or individual bag as described below.

( STICKER-BASED PROGRAM)

Residents may use their own garbage containers with one Village of Lisle Refuse,
Yard Waste and Organics Sticker affixed to the handle of each container.

RESIDENT OWNED CONTAINER GUIDELINES

*  Non-LRS containers must have two handles or a grip

e Garbage must be contained and fit inside the container when full

* Non-LRS containers may not exceed 35-gallons, or 50 pounds when full

* Loose garbage bags must be tied & may not exceed 35-gallons & 50 LBS

(RECYCLING COLLECTION)

* There is no limit to the amount of acceptable recycle items that can be placed out
for collection

* No refuse stickers are needed for containerized recycling materials placed outside
of LRS cart

e Recyclables are collected on the same day of the week as the garbage and yard
waste/organics

e MARK additional box or container used as RECYCLE so driver can clearly see it

WILL THERE BE A CHARGE FOR E-WASTE CURBSIDE COLLECTION?

The LRS E-Waste curbside collection program is a sticker-based program. The same
sticker that is used for garbage and yard waste can also be used for E-Waste. The cost
for handling E-Waste varies depending on the item. A different number of stickers
will be required depending on how much E-Waste is placed at the curb. Please see
the information below:

e One (1) sticker — one (1) small, E-Waste item (such as a computer mouse or DVD
player)

* Five (5) stickers — one (1) brown paper bag/paper box (small bundle) of E-Waste
items (such as a keyboard, video cassette recorder or computer mouse)

e Ten (10) stickers — one (1) TV or computer monitor

YARD WASTE/ORGANICS &
FOOD SCRAP COLLECTION

Village of Lisle residents may choose between two options to dispose of yard waste
and organic food scraps. The subscription program includes a LRS cart. You can
elect to use Village of Lisle Refuse, Yard Waste & Organics sticker on an approved
personal container or yard waste bundle. Please read below for more information
on accepted materials and the two programs offered.

YARD WASTE SEASON

Yard waste season starts the third (3rd) full week of March through the second
(2nd) full week of December, every year collected on the same service day as
refuse and recycling.

ACCEPTABLE YARD WASTE, ORGANICS/FOOD SCRAP MATERIALS

Yard waste includes grass clippings, leaves, branches and brush under two inches
in diameter, other yard and garden trimmings, vines, garden plants and flowers,
weeds, tree droppings (pine cones, crabapples) and other similar organic waste
materials accumulated as the result of the cultivation and maintenance of lawns,
shrubbery, vines, trees and gardens.

Sod, dirt, trees, greenery from wreaths and garlands are not considered yard waste
and need to be disposed of as refuse.

Organic food scrap may be mixed into the yard
waste and include bread, cereal, coffee grounds, .
dairy, egg shells, eggs, fruits, grain, pasta, shells, -
and vegetables. Please do not place any items not
included in that list.

YARD WASTE SUBSCRIPTION PROGRAM

Yard waste/food scrap organic carts are available for an annual subscription.
Residents who use the LRS carts for yard waste and organics do not need to
purchase stickers for the materials placed inside the carts. Yard waste placed
outside of the LRS yard waste/organics cart requires one sticker for each container/
bag. Subscription yard waste is billed in advanced for the season and will reflect
on your April invoice.
